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PUBLIC HEARING

ORDINANCE REVIEW

Chairman, Rebecca Laliberte called the Public Hearing to order at 6:04pm.  Those Members present were Ms. Laliberte, Gaetan Breton, Jr., Peter Jolicoeur, Donna Harrison, Aaron White and John Bennett.  Mr. George Schott arrived at 6:13pm.  CEO Randy Ray was present.  Mr. John Maloney from AVCOG was also present.

Ms. Laliberte stated that the notification letters regarding the Ordinance changes had been sent to all of the abutters.  Ms. Laliberte also stated that this evening’s Public Hearing is to discuss the Maine DEP guidelines and the Shoreland Zoning changes.  These guidelines and changes will affect approximately 26 landowners.

Mr. John Maloney of AVCOG addressed the Planning Board as well as those in the audience.  Mr. Maloney stated that there were 2 major changes to Chapter 3 of Land Use Ordinance.  The first change was regarding what could and could not be done within 250 feet of wetlands, great ponds and rivers.  The second change was regarding Timber Harvesting.  Mr. Maloney stated that there were 3 choices regarding Timber Harvesting.  These choices were:

1. Completely repeal the municipal enforcement of timber harvesting and let The Bureau of Forestry enforce.

2. Have a joint administration with the town and The Bureau of Forestry.

3. Let the town enforce with no input from The Bureau of Forestry.

The Planning Board opted for number 1 and will join 237 other communities in the State of Maine who have made the same choice.

Mr. Maloney then referred to the map regarding the Resource Protection areas.  Mr. Maloney stated the Resource Protection area does not allow for home or businesses.  The IF&W Biologists have determined the areas that need to be protected using air photos. These photos depicted were waterfowl and wading birds are located.  Mr. Maloney stated that some limited residential areas would now become resource-protected areas.  Hooper Pond and East Route 202 below the Lewiston line have been identified as resource-protected areas.  Mr. Maloney also stated that some wetlands that had been previously non-rated wetlands have now been rated as high.  Mr. Maloney and the Planning Board Members looked at the maps, which depicted where the new resource protected areas would be.  Mr. Gary Buzzell asked what would happen if the town did not accept the new resource-protected areas.  Mr. Maloney stated that the State of Maine would force the town to accept these changes.  There was then a discussion regarding how these areas were chosen.  Mr. Maloney stated that the IF&W set the criteria and used air photos and habitat values, there were few actual site walk inspections.  Mr. Herbert Cheney stated that he feels this is a matter of just taking land, which has not been walked, and relying on air photos.  Mr. Cheney asked how the boundaries would be determined.  Mr. Ray stated that the boundaries would be determined by actual site inspections.  Mr. Buzzell then asked if there would be a tax break for the affected landowners.  Selectmen, Mr. Mower stated that he would look into the possibility of some type of tax break.  Mr. Maloney stated that he believed the Tax Assessor should look at similar properties and determine what is the correct assessment.  Mr. Breton made a motion to put the new Resource Protection and Shoreland Zoning Ordinances on the Warrant for the Greene Town Meeting.  Ms. Harrison seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously.   

Recess taken at 6:35pm until 6:38pm.

Mr. Ray then proceeded to review the changes to Land Use Ordinances.  Some of these changes referred to typos being corrected and rewording.  There was a discussion regarding 5-102.7 Financial Guarantee.  It was agreed upon by all that prior to final approval of any Street Construction application; the Planning Board shall require the posting of a bond, an escrow account, or a letter of credit.  Mr. Ray then reviewed the changes to number 4, Pavements.  There was then a discussion regarding street lighting.  It was determined that the town will pay for lights on town owned roads.  Mr. Ray then reviewed the changes to Sections 6-501.1, 6-601.1, 7-401.2 and 7-501.2.  Mr. Jolicoeur made a motion to accept the changes and additional changes discussed this evening to the Greene Land Use Ordinances.  Mr. Schott seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously.

The Public Hearing was closed at 7:15pm.
