II.               MINUTES FOR THE FEBRUARY 10, 2009 PLANNING BOARD 

                         MEETING

Mr. Jolicoeur made a motion to accept the February 10, 2009 Minutes.  Mr. Breton seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to accept the February 10, 2009 Minutes.

V.                INFORMATIONAL EXCHANGE

                    MR. JOHN RAC

His brother Mr. Andy Rac is representing Mr. John Rac this evening.  Mr. Rac stated that his brother would like to secure a Change of Use order to turn the garage he built into a retail store.  This business would consist of selling pools, hot tubs and pool/hot tub supplies.  This garage is located on Route 202.  Mr. Rac stated that the Storm Water By Rule Permit has already been secured as well as the MDOT Entrance Permit.  This business will encompass 40,000 square feet/approximately 1 acre.  The existing building will be used for this retail location.  Two bump outs will be built to accommodate a bathroom and a storage room.  There is no septic system yet, however it has been permitted.  The parking area will not be tared; it will be blended gravel.  Mr. Schott stated that he believed the area of driveway coming off of Route 202 should be asphalt.  Mr. Schott also stated that the plan should show the contours for water drainage.  The plan should also include the location of the septic and well, the location of the bathroom and the entrance and exit doors.  There was then a discussion regarding the grade of the driveway “apron”.  It was stated that any signage should be placed outside of the MDOT right of way and if any lighting were to be installed it should be of the cut off directional style lighting.  The discussion then turned to whether a Traffic Study would be needed.  It was determined that this requirement could be waived.  It was determined that a site visit would be scheduled at the next Planning Board meeting.  It was also determined that a Landscape Plan would need to be submitted.  Mr. Schott suggested that the applicant should explain what would take place in this retail business now and in the future.  Mr. Schott also suggested that the location of any hazardous chemicals should be shown.  Mr. Rac then reviewed with the Planning Board all of the items that would need to be presented with the application at the next Planning Board meeting.  Mr. Lea stated that the sketch must be drawn to scale.  There was then a discussion regarding the Mylar’s, which would need to be presented at Final approval.  Mr. Ray then stated that the application and a list of abutters must be received by April 27, 2009 in order to be placed on the agenda for the May Planning Board meeting.

VI.              CORRESPONDENCE

Ms. Laliberte stated that a 4-week workshop on Subdivision Site Review would be held in South Paris beginning April 16, 2009.  Ms. Laliberte also mentioned that there had been a workshop held in March on Maine Land Development; however since there was no Planning Board meeting held in March, the Planning Board Members were not made aware of this workshop. 

Seeing no other discussion, Mr. Jolicoeur made a motion for adjournment.  Mr. Bennett seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to adjourn the meeting at 7:32pm.
