II.               MINUTES FOR THE OCTOBER 20, 2009 PLANNING BOARD 

                         MEETING

Ms. Laliberte asked Ms. Wilcox to make a change under the other category.  This change should reflect the purchase of Planning & Land Use Laws handbooks rather than the purchase of Robert’s Rules Handbooks.  Ms. Wilcox agreed to make said change.  Mr. Breton made a motion to accept the October 20, 2009 Minutes with said change.  Mr. Schott seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to accept the October 20, 2009 Minutes with said change.

III.        TREASURERS REPORT

Mr. Bennett was not present this evening.  Mr. Jolicoeur read the Treasurers Report and stated that Year-To-Date spending for wages was $824.00 leaving a balance of $775.62 and that Year-To-Date spending for General Supplies was $246.30 leaving a balance of $153.70.  There was then a discussion regarding the Planning Board budget for 2010.  Mr. Schott made a motion to submit a budget of $1,600.00 for 2010.  Mr. Breton seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to submit to the Board of Selectmen a budgeted amount of $1,600.00 for 2010.

IV.              CEO REPORT 

Mr. Ray reported that there were 3 building permits issued.  The permits included 1 mobile home, 1 addition, and 1 garage.

There was then a discussion regarding the continuation of the services of AVCOG, since the contract is about to expire.  It was the general consensus that the Planning Board Members like working with AVCOG and Ferg Lea.  A formal contract has not yet been submitted.  It was suggested if possible that this contract be emailed to the Board Members before the next Planning Board meeting for their review.  All agreed that this was a good idea.  The Planning Board Members then agreed to table this discussion until the December Planning Board meeting.

OLD BUSINESS:      

V.         RIVERVIEW ESTATES ROAD ASSOCIATION

Mr. Bill St. Pierre, Vice President of the Road Association for Riverview Estates addressed the Planning Board.  Mr. St. Pierre referred to the new drawing of the proposed hammered.  He stated that the new hammerhead would be 75 feet by 30 feet, by 75 feet by 30 feet with a 60-foot radius and that it would be within the Right of Way.  Mr. McLean asked if there were a water line involved.  Mr. St. Pierre stated the “W” on the plan depicted West not water.  Ms. Laliberte then referred to an Email received from Mr. Lea.  This Email stated that Mr. Lea had concerns about the pins at this site.  Mr. Ray stated that he could not find the pins.  Mr. St. Pierre stated that he would clarify where the pins were located.  There was then a discussion regarding tar and gravel.   The discussion then moved on to again discuss the Right of Way.  Mr. St. Pierre stated that if the survey were to prove satisfactory then the Road Association would like to move forward.  There was then a discussion regarding the maintenance of this road and the possibility of some issues.  It was then stated that this type of a hammerhead design is in the ordinance and can be allowed.  Mr. St. Pierre stated that he had a discussion with the Fire Chief and he does support this new design.  Mr. Tom Carey, President of the Road Association stated that if this road is to become a town road it would be presented to the Board of Selectmen to send to the town meeting for a town vote.  Mr. St. Pierre stated that he wants everything done correctly.  Before any construction takes place the members of the Road Association need to agree to this proposal.  These members will all be paying for this project.  Mr. Ray stated that this new proposal meets the town ordinance.  Mr. Schott made a motion that this new hammerhead proposal is an acceptable alternative to the previous approved plan.   Mr. McLean seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to accept this alternative plan for the construction of a hammerhead on Valentine Way.  Ms. Laliberte stated that a new Mylar will need to be submitted.
