II.               MINUTES FOR THE JANUARY 6, 2009 PLANNING BOARD 

                         MEETING

Mr. Jolicoeur made a motion to accept the January 6, 2009 Minutes.  Mr. Breton seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to accept the January 6, 2009 Minutes. 

III.        TREASURERS REPORT

V.                INFORMATIONAL EXCHANGE

                    MR. RON HERRICK

Mr. Ron Herrick is representing himself this evening.  Mr. Herrick stated that this plan is to split his lot to make 2 lots.  This will allow for a trailer to be put on one of the lots to be sold at some future date.  After a discussion on size and space within the 2 proposed lots the discussion turned into impending road issues.  The lot in question is in an old development, Hillside Estates, with a private road that is seemingly sub-standard.  The lot being altered causes the owner to appear before the Planning Board for their approval.  Since this development was approved a number of ordinances have changed.  One of these changes is that roads, private or public, must be brought up to town standards before any changes can be made to an existing lot.  Since this lot is at the beginning of the development the road length from the town line to 50 feet beyond the driveway entrance will be minimal.  A discussion ensued regarding whether the section of road in question may already be at town standard (or close to it) and that the rest of the road is definitely below town standard.  There was then a discussion regarding the creation of a driveway off of Sawyer Road, as this lot has frontage on Sawyer Road.  Mr. Lea directed the Planning Board to review Section 3-F, Chapter3-6-I.  After this review the Planning Board agreed that it was determined satisfactory.  The Planning Board also reviewed Chapter 3-17, 3-101.17 G and determined that this was also found satisfactory because of the frontage on Sawyer Road.  The Planning Board agreed that Mr. Herrick needs to find out if his section of Hillside Estates Drive meets the current road standards.  Mr. Herrick also needs to decide if he will upgrade the road, if needed, or create a driveway off Sawyer Road for the new lot.  It should be noted that cost could be a factor.  If Mr. Herrick creates a new driveway he will need MDOT approval.  Mr. Herrick stated he has MDOT approval for an entrance at or beside an existing driveway that accesses a house on a back lot off Sawyer Road.  The Planning Board agreed that if Mr. Herrick does have MDOT approval he can use the driveway but will have to increase the width of the dual access section to 16 feet within the town standard of a driveway used to access 2 dwellings.  The Planning Board agreed that if Mr. Herrick is going to proceed with this plan that he will need the following:

1. Anew plan showing the building site.

2. Location of the trailer, septic, well and driveway.

3. A 225-foot building envelope on each lot (circle).

4. Proof of ownership of the easement if he is using access off Sawyer Road.

It was suggested that Mr. Herrick have a paper plan drawn for Mr. Ray’s review and okay before having 2 Mylar’s prepared.  Mr. Herrick will also need to fill out the proper paperwork and submit this paperwork with a $50.00 payment 14 days before the meeting he would like to attend for Planning Board approval and signature.
