Chairman, Rebecca Laliberte called the Planning Board meeting to order at 7:04pm.  Those Members present were Ms. Laliberte, Peter Jolicoeur, George Schott, John Bennett, Gaetan Breton, Jr., Joseph McLean and new Board Member Jennifer Heath.  Also present were AVCOG representative Ferg Lea and Selectmen liaison Don Bedford.   CEO Randy Ray and Recording Secretary Karen Wilcox were not present.

The agenda was changed to move US Cellular to Old Business. George Courbron and George Schott were added to Informational Exchange.

II.               MINUTES FOR THE MAY 11, 2010 PLANNING BOARD 

                         MEETING

Mr. Jolicoeur made a motion to accept the May 11, 2010 Planning Board Minutes.  Mr. Schott seconded the motion.  The Planning Board Members voted 5 in favor and 2 abstentions to accept the May 11, 2010 Minutes.  Mr. McLean and Ms. Heath abstained from voting because they were not present at the May 11, 2010 meeting.  
III.        TREASURERS REPORT

Mr. Bennett stated that the Treasurers Report showed wages paid of $403.43 year-to-date with a budgeted balance left of $1,096.57.  General Supplies were $54.27 year-to-date with a budgeted balance left of $445.73.

Mr. Ray was not present this evening.

OLD BUSINESS:      

V.         US CELLULAR

Mr. Robert Gashlin, a Telecommunications Consultant, Mr. Todd Gammon, an Engineer and Mr. Richard Trafton, an Attorney represented this project this evening.  Mr. Gashlin did an overview of the project.  Mr. Gashlin stated that this proposal is for a cell tower to be located on property owned by Mr. Chuck Cloutier.  The lease of this property is for a 420-foot x 420-foot piece of property, this lease will be a straight lease.  The tower will be fenced in and include a generator and an equipment shelter.  There will be room for a 210-foot fall zone.  This tower will be located off of Romeo Drive at the end of Patton Road.  The tower will be 199 feet high.  The tower itself will be 195 high with a 4-foot lightening rod.  The FCC will not require lighting on this tower.  Mr. Gashlin then stated that Romeo Drive will need some upgrades beyond the point of the current usage and a phosphorous buffer area will be constructed.   Mr. Gammon stated that he has been working very closely with Mr. Lea to ensure that this project is done right, right from the beginning.  It was stated that the lighting which would be installed would be of the downward illuminating type and would only be used in the event that a technician had work to do after dark.  Ms. Laliberte asked if this project is located in any watershed.  Mr. Gammon stated that it is located in the Sabattus Lake watershed.  Mr. McLean asked which phosphorous control calculations had been used.  Mr. Gammon explained these calculations and also stated that compensation fees have been calculated and would be paid to help make improvement to Sabattus Lake.  Ms. Laliberte then stated that the Site Plan Review Application needed to be reviewed, with careful review of Items 56, 58 and 59.  The Board Members then reviewed the Site Plan Review Application.   There was then a discussion regarding improvements to the road, ownership of the road and where the impervious areas would be located as well as any necessary buffers.  The discussion continued regarding road usages and any restrictions to the road in accordance with the plan.  Mr. Jolicoeur then read the Site Plan Application Check List.  Mr. Jolicoeur stated that all items had been provided.  Mr. Schott made a motion to find the Site Plan Application Check List as complete.  Mr. Breton seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted 6 in favor and 1 abstention to find the Site Plan Application Check as complete.  Ms. Heath abstained from voting.  Three submissions were requested:

1. The worksheets for the Phosphorous Calculations.

2. The landowner requirements as follows:


The landowner is required to submit a statement to any future land purchaser of 


The phosphorous budget.  Legal wording:  “Landlord shall include in any deed or


Lease notice of the town of Greene Planning Board’s allocation of phosphorous


Control loading which may affect the development of both the property leased to 


Lewiston Cell Telco and the two parcels from which the leased property was 


Divided.”

3. Memo of Lease specifying page C-1.A.

Ms. Laliberte then reviewed the Standards Review Check List, Items A through X.  It was agreed upon by all that all information had been provided.  Mr. Schott made a motion to accept the Standards Review as complete with the required submissions mentioned above still needing to be submitted.  Mr. McLean seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted 6 in favor and 1 abstention.  Ms. Heath abstained from voting.

VI. CORRESPONDENCE

      Mr. Lea commented about the Community Vision Workshop that had recently been 

       held in Farmington.  Mr. Lea stated that he had sent an Email regarding this 

       workshop to all of the Board Members. 

VII. INFORMATIONAL EXCHANGE

Mr. Schott removed himself from the Board table.

Mr. George Courbron addressed the Planning Board and stated that he wanted to develop the property he owns located on the North River Road.  He stated that he would like to develop this property as an open space subdivision.  This plan would require a waiver regarding the slope on the road.  Mr. Courbron stated that there is one section that is about a 14% grade (allowable is 10%) at the end of the road, with 3% for the last 75 feet before the North River Road.  Mr. Courbron stated that he would like to provide walking and cross county skiing trails.  There would be a Home Owners Association that would control the open space.  The Board Members agreed that a waiver could be entertained if the situation were appropriate.  

Mr. Schott returned to the Board table.

Mr. Schott then addressed the Planning Board.  Mr. Schott stated that he would like to increase the parking and storage area on his property that is located at the town line on Route 202.  It would be a graveled area extending behind the house that is seen from the road.  Mr. Schott then stated that he has already received DEP approval.  Mr. Schott stated that he will submit a plan to the Planning Board.

Seeing no other discussion, Mr. Breton made a motion for adjournment.  Mr. Schott seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to adjourn the meeting at 7:13pm.
