Those Members present were Ms. Laliberte, Peter Jolicoeur, George Schott, John Bennett, Joseph McLean and Jennifer Heath.  Board Member Gaetan Breton, Jr. was not present.  Also present were AVCOG representative Ferg Lea and Selectmen liaison Don Bedford.   CEO Randy Ray was also present.

II.               MINUTES FOR THE JUNE 9, 2010 PLANNING BOARD 

                         MEETING

Mr. Jolicoeur made a motion to accept the June 9, 2010 Planning Board Minutes.  Mr. Schott seconded the motion.  The Planning Board Members voted unanimously to accept the June 9, 2010 Minutes.    
III.        TREASURERS REPORT

Mr. Bennett stated that the Treasurers Report showed no expenses.  Leaving a budgeted balance for Wages left of $1,096.57 and a budgeted balance for General Supplies left of $445.73.  

IV.              CEO REPORT 

Mr. Ray reported that there were a total of 18 permits issued since the last Planning Board meeting.  These permits were for 2 homes, 1 garage, 2 additions, 4 sheds, 5 decks/porches, 1 pool, 2 fill and 1 mobile vendor.

OLD BUSINESS:      

V.         US CELLULAR

Mr. Robert Gashlin, a Telecommunications Consultant and Mr. Richard Trafton, an Attorney are representing this project this evening.  Mr. Gashlin submitted an agreement form, a Memorandum of Lease and Exhibit C 1 A.   Mr. Lea then distributed a draft of Findings of Fact and Conclusion of Law.  Mr. Trafton then read the Certificate regarding phosphorous buffer issues, which will be filed with the Registry of Deeds.  Mr. Lea stated that he had requested a map of the drainage sheds, which he had not received.  Ms. Laliberte then read the Conditions of Approval.  It was agreed upon by all to strike Condition Number 3 because it had been provided.  There was some discussion regarding Condition Number 4.  This Condition referred to drainage areas and additional information is still needed to be provided to the CEO.  Condition Number 5 revealed that the amount of the check which needed to be provided should be for $4,375.00.  Condition Number 6, Mr. Lea stated that the Erosion Control Plan which had been submitted did not cover winter time very well. This information needs to be provided to the CEO.  Mr. Lea stated that he would have the Final Findings of Fact completed by the end of the week and if all of the above requested information is submitted the Mylar could be signed.  It was stated that the AVCOG bill must be paid before the Mylar could be signed.  Mr. Trafton then asked if this site plan was also reviewed under the Telecommunications Ordinance.  It was stated that this review was done the last time this project was presented to the Planning Board.  This statement will be reflected in the Final Findings of Fact.  Mr. Schott made a motion to accept Conditions 6, 7 and 8 as new Conditions.  Mr. Jolicoeur seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to accept these new Conditions. 
NEW BUSINESS:

For the record this next item was moved on the agenda to be heard next.

VI. GEORGE SCHOTT BUSINESS EXPANSION

Mr. Schott left the Board table.

Mr. George Courbron of Survey Works, Inc. is representing this project this evening.  Mr. Courbron stated that this expansion request is for a project that was approved in 1997.  Mr. Courbron referred to Site A located on Route 202.  Mr. Courbron stated that this business is used for the sale of motor cycles, repair services and golf cart sales and repairs.  There are 111 parking spaces.  Some of this parking is in the back for equipment and vehicles.  DEP approval, Army Corps of Engineers and Wetland Permits will be provided.  Mr. Courbron stated that he would like to have a preliminary review this evening.  It was stated that 2 existing storage buildings would stay the same.  It was also stated that the left parking area would be expanded and would impact 14,391 square feet with 5,000 square feet of wetland impact.  A new detention/ infiltration pond would be installed on the northeast side of the property.   It was stated that one of the abutters was not in favor of this project.  Mr. Lea stated that he did not see any substantial issues regarding this project.  There was some discussion regarding the maintenance of the old and new pond.  Mr. Courbron then explained how the drainage would work.  Mr. Lea then stated that the Standards and Conditions set by the DEP are also the Standards and Conditions set by the Town.  It was also stated that the construction will be built to the certified Town standards as well as being certified within 5 years by the town.  Mr. Jolicoeur made a blanket motion to encompass the DEP and Planning Board approval with the above mentioned Conditions.  Mr. McLean seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to accept this plan as complete with the above-mentioned Conditions.  Mr. Bennett then made a motion to reconsider the accepted motion.  Mr. McLean seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to reconsider the above accepted motion.  There was then a discussion regarding the commercial lot being next to a residential lot and parking behind the residential lot.  It was agreed that a buffer area of tress would be planted in between these two lots if requested by a future owner of the residential lot.  Note 10 in the Findings of Facts would be extended to include the resolve of this issue.  Mr. Bennett made a motion to accept reinstate the first motion and to add the extension of Note 10 on the Plan.  Mr. Jolicoeur seconded the motion.  The Board Members voted unanimously to accept the reinstated first motion and the extension of Note 10 on the Plan.  Thus meaning the Planning Board has approved the Business Expansion.

VII. EVERGREEN LAND COMPANY SUBDIVISION

Mr. George Courbron and Mr. Jimmie Courbron from Survey Works, Inc. are representing this project this evening.  Mr. George Courbron stated that this plan is for an 8 lot open space, single family subdivision.  Anew road is being proposed.  Mr. George Courbron stated that he is looking to secure a waiver with regards to the slope requirements of the road.  Mr. George Courbron distributed 3 profiles of the proposed road and explained every profile.  These profiles showed the proposed grade for each scenario.  There was a discussion regarding the sloping of the road as well as the driveway sloping.  The requested waiver is for a 14% slope.  Mr. Ray stated that the maximum grade on a minor road is 10%.  Mr. McLean stated that 14% is very steep.  There was continued discussion regarding the steep sloping and possible driveway and drainage issues.  There was also a discussion regarding a hammerhead turnaround.  It was then agreed upon by all to hold a site walk on August 3, 2010 at 6:00pm.

Mr. Schott returned to the Board table.
