Chairman, Rebecca Laliberte called the Planning Board meeting to order at 7:00pm.  Those Members present were Ms. Laliberte, Peter Jolicoeur, Joseph McLean, Jennifer Heath and Gaetan Breton, Jr.. George Schott arrived at 7:03pm. Board Member John Bennett was not present.  Also present were AVCOG representative Ferg Lea and Selectmen liaison Don Bedford.   CEO Randy Ray was also present.

II.               MINUTES FOR THE JULY 13, 2010 PLANNING BOARD 

                         MEETING

Mr. Schott made a motion to accept the July 13, 2010 Planning Board Minutes.  Mr. Jolicoeur seconded the motion.  The Planning Board Members voted 4 in favor and 2 abstentions to accept the July 13, 2010 Minutes.  Mr. Breton abstained from voting because he was not present at the July 13, 2010 meeting.  Mr. Schott also abstained from voting because he was not present as a Board Member for most of the meeting. 
III.        TREASURERS REPORT

Mr. Bennett was not present this evening.

IV.              CEO REPORT 

Mr. Ray reported that there were a total of 14 permits issued since the last Planning Board meeting.  These permits were for 2 homes, 7 garages, 2 sheds, 1 deck, and 2 fill.

OLD BUSINESS:      

V.         US CELLULAR-SIGNING OF MYLAR

Mr. Robert Gashlin, a Telecommunications Consultant is representing this project this evening.  There was a discussion regarding the payment of $4,375.00 for soil and water conservation as well as payment to AVCOG for Mr. Lea’s services, which is $1,275.00.  There was then a discussion between Mr. Gashlin, Mr. Lea and Mr. McLean regarding the watershed map, storm water control, level spreaders and drainage calculations.  Another discussion ensued regarding winter time erosion.  Mr. Lea stated that he did not feel that the information provided for winter time erosion control was sufficient.  It was agreed upon by all that additional erosion information needed to be provided to the CEO.  The Planning Board then signed the Mylar and the Findings of Facts.  It was agreed upon by all that an erosion plan addressing the months of October 1 through May 1 still needed to be provided.   

VI. EVERGREEN LAND COMPANY SUBDIVISION

Mr. Schott left the Board table.

Mr. George Courbron of Survey Works, Inc. is representing this project this evening.  Mr. Courbron voiced his opinion that he was unhappy that the August 10, 2010 Planning Board meeting was cancelled.  Mr. Courbron submitted a letter to the Planning Board voicing these concerns.  Mr. Courbron then read his list of possible recommendations regarding this plan. There was a discussion regarding 14% sloping as well as 3% sloping.  Mr. Courbron stated that he would provide drawings to substantiate these plans.  There was continued discussion regarding the 14% slope, particularly on the curves.  There was then some discussion regarding drainage.  There was then some discussion regarding the possibility of a waiver.  Mr. Courbron stated that he would submit a detailed waiver request for the next meeting.  There was continued discussion regarding the percentage of the sloping and what could or could not be waived.  There was then a discussion regarding the health and safety of the lot owners.  It was suggested that Mr. Courbron have a discussion with the Fire Chief to see what his opinion is regarding the sloping and any safety issues.

VII. GEORGE SCHOTT-BUSINESS EXPANSION FINDINGS OF               FACT

Ms. Laliberte and the Board Members signed the new Findings of Fact.  It was agreed that Mr. Schott would bring the Mylar to the town office and that the Planning Board Members could stop into the office to sign the Mylar.

Mr. Schott returned to the Board table.

NEW BUSINESS:

VIII. JENNIFER GENDRON-LOT SPLITTING

Mr. Mario Gendron (father) and Mr. David Gendron (brother) are representing Jennifer Gendron this evening.  Mr. David Gendron addressed the Planning Board and stated that this proposal was brought before the Planning Board about a 1 year ago.  The issue is that there are 1.4 acres on one side of the road and 4 acres on the other side of the road and how a new house can be built on this property.  This property is located on Sprague Mills Road and School Street.  Mr. Mario Gendron stated that School Street was never built.  Mr. David Gendron stated that the 1.4 acre lot is bigger than the other lots in the area.  There was then the mention of Meadow Estates Subdivision being approved in 1988.  It was stated that School Street was basically a farm road which has been maintained by the land owners of this subdivision.  The discussion turned to whether this road was really a road or just an easement.  There was then a discussion regarding the 250 foot circle and the 550 feet of road frontage.  There was continued discussion regarding frontage as well as a back lot.  There was also a discussion regarding a right of way.  Mr. David Gendron then showed the Planning Board a map depicting how he believed everything could fit properly.  There was then a discussion regarding how access to this lot would work.  There was then another discussion regarding School Street.  The proposed school was never built on the intended lot.  The question was asked, who owns School Street?  There was continued discussion regarding easements and right of ways.  Mr. McLean suggested that a surveyor do some research.  

Mr. Jolicoeur left the Board table at 8:25pm and returned at 8:27pm.

There was continued discussion regarding right of way versus easements as well as who owns School Street.  There was also a discussion regarding Sections 3.101.7, 3.101.2 and 3.101.3

Ms. Heath left the Board table at 8:43 and returned at 8:45.

After continued discussion it was suggested that the applicant needed to speak to the Acceser to find out who owns School Street and what easements and right of ways are attached to this property.

IX.  CORRESPONDENCE

Ms. Laliberte stated that Ms. Wilcox will resign as the Planning Board Recording Secretary effective 1/1/11.

Mr. Lea suggested that the Planning Board hold a workshop session the first Tuesday of the month.  After some discussion the Planning Board agreed to hold a workshop on October 12, 2010 at 6:00pm.  Mr. Lea then stated that AVCOG will be holding a Planning Day on October 21, 2010.
