Meeting was opened at 6:37PM by acting Chairman, John Bennett
The purpose of this Public Hearing is to give the neighboring community to the development are on route 202 the opportunity to voice there concerns about the construction of a Family Dollar retail store on the property.
Mr Doug Murray was present to represent the Family Dollar.   Mr Murray gave a brief review of the plan to construct including the location and general layout of the property.

Mr Steve Bradstreet of Ranson Cunsulting,  Inc was also present.   Mr Bradstreet gave a brief review of the type and style of construction and a brief description of how the property would appear.
Mr Tim Garrity, home owner on West Main St was the only member of the community present.   Mr Garrity stated that he had no problem with the Family Dollar being built there but wanted to know what kind of buffers would be in place to protect the residents from commercial disturbances.

Mr Bradstreet discussed the plans of planting a spruce tree buffer line along the east and back property lines.   There will be 16 trees planted 30 feet apart to create a blind from non commercial properties.

There was a brief discussion of having the trees overlap one another along the rear property line moving more of the trees to that line and having less trees on the east line where there is another commercial property.   There was agreement to making that change to the plan.
There was no further discussion, the Public Hearing closed at 6:45pm.
