                                     CALL TO ORDER

Those Members present were Mark Randall, Bob Hodgkins, Byron Boyington, Peter Jolicoeur, John Bennett and George Schott.   Also present was CEO Ken Pratt, AVCOG Representative John Maloney and Select Board Liaison Don Bedford.
Acting Chairman John Bennett called the Planning Board meeting to order at 7:02pm.   Mr Bennett then read the announcements.

II. MINUTES FOR PLANNING BOARD MEETING

Mr Hodgkins made the motion to accept the minutes from the April 14, 2015 meeting, Mr Boyington seconded the motion.   The vote was 3 accepted, 3 abstained.

III.        TREASURER’S REPORT

There were no changes reported by the Treasurer at this time.
IV.              CEO REPORT 

Mr Pratt stated that Junk Yard permits were due and that there is one in violation at the time of this meeting.   There is a $25.00 application fee for a permit.

OLD BUSINESS:      

VI. BATES COLLEGE BOATHOUSE
Ms Kylie Mason, Senior Landscape Architect, Sebago Technics, was present this evening representing the Bate project.   Ms Mason began by stating the Mr Jeffrey Peterson, Peterson Architects, is also present this evening.   Ms Mason then continued by providing a brief overview of the project for the benefit of the public who were present and the TV audience.   She also referenced the Site Visit held in December.   The slight change was made to move the proposed building further from the neighbor’s house making it 120 feet from the property line.   They will be maintaining the existing gravel area for parking.   The updated plan also showed additional parking in the grassed area for use during regattas and also showed the location of the neighbor’s well.   Ms Mason stated that the program was not growing but that Bates College is upgrading the facility.
Mr Bennett then stated the after reviewing the alternative plan he thought the original plan was better because the building would help provide a buffer to the neighbor of activities going on.   He also stated that everything requested at the site visit had been completed.

Mr Malone then stated that the Chair should sign the receipt of application completeness so the applicant will have record that it was done.   Mr Bennett then signed the receipt.

Mr Ted Small, representing Castle LLC, stated that he was unclear of the merits of the application.   Then there was a discussion of conflict between parcels of land because the deeds were unclear of which parcel was which.   There was a discussion abut the abutters and whether the applicant had a complete list for notification.
Mr Schott then asked if the Public Hearing was going to be held prior to the next meeting.   Mr Malone asked how it was handled in the past.   There was a brief discussion about Public Hearings and who notified the abutters.   Pam McCowsky, representative fro Bates College, then stated that Bates would notify the abutters from the complete list of abutters.

Mr Schott then stated that his knowledge of the parcel is that it was once a lot, a piece was sold to Bates College for the rowing team to have a place to practice, store their boats in a shed and hold regattas.   Then a piece was sold to the Fourniers (Hasafun LLC) which is a back lot where they are building a home with a 60 foot right-of-way to River Road.   
Then the Application Completeness was reviewed with notations made by Mr Malone.   Mr Hodgkins read the items of the list.   Two items that were not included were;
Copy of letters notifying the selectmen, road commissioner and fire chief of the proposed development
List of abutters found to be incomplete

These items were requested of the applicant for the next meeting.

There was then a discussion of property owners, Dukes Family LLC and Hasafun LLC, and what was actually owned by each.   Copies of the tax maps and deeds were distributed and common boundaries were discussed and decided upon in relation to this project.

Mr Schott then motioned that the application was complete, Mr Hodgkins seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous.

After a brief discussion about timing of the Public Hearing to the next meeting and availability of the town office, Mr Schott motioned the Public Hearing be held May 27, 2015, at 7:00pm in the town office.   Mr Randall seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

Mr James Nesbitt then spoke briefly about our general health associated with air quality and different sources of energy.   He stated that the board should be aware that this project is a good application of solar power as an alternate source of electric energy for the new building.
VII        EVERGREEN SUBDIVISION
Mr George Courbron was present this evening representing his project.   He stated that he was not in a lot of hurray with the project but wanted to make sure he was able to do what he was intending.   Mr Courbron stated that the current owner of lot 2 wanted to purchase lot 3A and make them one lot leaving 3B and 3C as separate lots.   This change will also eliminate a right-of-way.

Lots 2 and 3A will become lot 2


Lot 3B will become 3A


Lot 3C will become 3B

Then there was a discussion about back lots not having any road frontage and that the right-of-way to a back lot is 60 feet wide across another lot.   Also a discussion about a lot with any amount of road frontage is not a back lot.

Mr Courbron then stated that he will create another plan showing the new lot configuration.
