                                     CALL TO ORDER

Those Members present were; Byron Boyington, Bob Hodgkins, Peter Jolicoeur, John Bennett, George Schott and Mark Randall.   Also present was CEO Ken Pratt, Select Board Liaison Don Bedford and AVCOG Representative John Maloney.   Members of the community present were; Shawn Sanford, Geri Valentine, Tom Carey, Holly Ewing, Geoff Swift (Bates), Pam Wichkuski (Bates), Matt Manahan (Pierce Atwood), Paul Ostrowski (Sebago Technics) and Kylie Mason (Sebago Technics).
Acting Chairman John Bennett called the Planning Board meeting to order at 7:03pm.   Mr Bennett then read the announcements.

II. MINUTES FOR PLANNING BOARD MEETING

Mr Schott made the motion to accept the minutes from the November 10, 2015 meeting, Mr Hodgkins seconded the motion.   The vote was 5 accepted, 1 abstained.

III.        TREASURER’S REPORT

Mr Schott reported there is no change in the treasury since the November meeting.
IV.              CEO REPORT 

Mr Pratt reported that the application for a pole barn at R&S is in review, they want to store the equipment under cover.   Mr Schott asked if the fence was put up in the back.   He thought it was a condition of the last approval.   Mr Pratt will look into it.
OLD BUSINESS:

SANFORD SUBDIVISION (Amendment)
Mr Shawn Sanford was present this evening representing this amendment to a minor subdivision.   Mr Sanford reviewed that he wants to create a buildable lot for which he has a prospective purchaser for.  He then stated that, as agreed at the November meeting, he removed the property line on his lot, #3, making it part of the larger parcel.   Then had the lines created for lot #4 to be conveyed to a new owner.   

The board reviewed the mylars and the Findings of Fact as prepared by Mr Maloney.   Mr Schott then made motion that the board approve the changes.   Mr Hodgkins seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.   

The board members present then signed the mylars and paper copies of the new plan..

VII         BATES COLLEGE BOATHOUSE
Ms Kylie Mason was present this evening representing Bates College.   Ms Mason gave a brief overview of the changes made to the plan stating that they took into consideration the items addressed by the Appeals Board.   She also stated that placement of the new well is shown on the new plan, hopefully showing it in an appropriate location.
The board then reviewed the application for completeness.   Mr Schott then made motion to accept the application as complete.   Mr Hodgkins seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.   Acting Chairman, Mr Bennett, then signed the Notification of Completeness and the receipt for the Site Plan review application for the applicant.
Mr Schott then stated that there were several things to address from the Appeals Board and that we should have that list to be sure that the new application addresses those items.   The following items from the Appeals Board were covered in the cover letter as read by Mr Maloney;

Paragraph 2 – Usage is listed as Institutional


Paragraph 4 – listed a stream


Paragraph 5 – referenced usage as Institutional


Paragraph 11 – parking not permitted in the setback area


Paragraph 12 – speaks of the impervious area for allowed parking


Page 3, Paragraph 2 – describes the dimensions

Mr Fournier then stated that he has been having continued dialog with Bates College about the building and the buffer areas.   He said he would like to have a better understanding of the actual usage of the property ongoing.   What is expected usage to be for any 12 month period.   Bates agreed to supply him with a typical schedule of activity.
There was a discussion about the Public Hearing being before or after the end of the year.   Bates wanted it scheduled as soon as possible rather then later.   Several dates were discussed.   Mr Schott then motioned that we schedule the Public Hearing on December 29, 2015 at 6:00pm.   Mr Hodgkins seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.   Then Mr Schott motioned that we hold a Special Planning Board meeting immediately following the Public Hearing.   Mr Randall seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.   Bates College agreed to notify the abutters of the Public Hearing and the Special meeting.   The Secretary will take care of the posters for the town and the notice in the Sun Journal.

Then there was a brief discussion with Ms Valentine about buffers and variances at the Valentine property line.   Ms Valentine stated that she was not included in any prior discussions on this topic.   She has concerns about the well on the Bates property in relation to a septic system she is planning to install for a new house on her property.   Bates agreed to meet with Ms Valentine to discuss these topics.
There was a brief discussion about the time the rear entrance to the new building would be used as a turn around is planned that would be partly on the buffer area.   The possibility of a gate being installed was discussed to stop the possible flow of traffic to the Fournier property during events.

If anyone is not able to attend the Public Hearing can submit their comments and concerns in writing and they will be read and discussed at the Public Hearing.
