II. MINUTES FOR PLANNING BOARD MEETING

Mr Randall made the motion to accept the minutes from the December 8, 2015 meeting, Mr Boyington seconded the motion.   The vote was 3 accepted, 1 abstained.

The notes from the December 29, 2015 Public Hearing were recognized to be filed.

Mr Randall made the motion to accept the minutes from the December 29, 2015 Special meeting, Mr Boyington seconded the motion.   The vote was 3 accepted, 1 abstained.

Mr Schott was not available at this time for reporting on the treasury.
IV.              CEO REPORT 

Mr Pratt reported that there were no new permits issued.   He stated that construction activities were closing down for the winter months.
OLD BUSINESS:

BATES COLLEGE BOATHOUSE      
Ms Kylie Mason was present this evening representing Bates College.   Ms Mason gave a brief overview of the changes made to the plan stating that all are happy with the well and a waiver was granted with no restrictions for septic systems being installed by the abutters.   Ms Mason also stated that Bates College received a letter from the Fourniers in support of the project.   The DEP permit was received with no restrictions on the septic system for the Valentine property.   Bates College has also added an entrance gate with signage to control access to the property.   The latest change to the plan also shows the removal of the existing barn, after new construction is completed, and the ground turned back to vegetation bringing the impervious coverage to 33 % from 44 %.
The Findings of Fact was reviewed.   Mr Maloney spoke of the changes made since the first draft was written.   The changes were highlighted.   The following topics were specifically noted during the review;

The question was brought up about the effects of any future wells and septic systems for other properties in the area.   Any system that is currently designed  is considered to be installed and meets all regulations.   Any future well or septic will have to meet the current regulations.

Public Water supply, Bates well, must be treated and monitored by DHHS.   Private wells are not effected by this rule.   Reference to page 16 of Findings of Fact.
The new plan and findings covers and corrects all instances objected to by the Appeals Board.

Letters from Geoff Swift were included in the findings of fact.

Ms Valentine then asked what happens if she has to move her septic system because of unforeseen situations on her property.   There was a discussion about the possibilities of what could cause the moving.   It was determined that if the house was moved the septic would still be in the location designed for.

There was a discussion about parking and when the grassed area would be used.   Normal parking will be on the graveled area with the grassed area being used as extra parking during the Bates College events.   This is covered in the Findings of Fact.
The board had a brief discussion with Mr Maloney on how to vote on the findings.   It was determined that we could vote on the whole report and not on each article.

It was stated that AVCOG received the check this evening.

Mr Schott motioned to approve the plan and the findings with the conditions and changes from the notes at the meeting.   Mr Boyington seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.
