                                     CALL TO ORDER

Those Members present were; Byron Boyington, Bob Hodgkins, Peter Jolicoeur and George Schott.   Members absent were Mark Randall and Robert Stevens.   Also present was CEO Ken Pratt, Select Board Liaison Don Bedford and AVCOG Representative John Maloney.   Members of the community present were; Dennis Sanborn and Geoffrey Swift, Bates College.
Acting Chairman Bob Hodgkins called the Planning Board meeting to order at 7:00pm.   Mr Hodgkins then read the announcements.

II. MINUTES FOR PLANNING BOARD MEETING

Mr Schott made the motion to accept the minutes of the January 12, 2016 meeting.   Mr Boyington seconded the motion, the vote was 3 accepted, 1 abstained.

Mr Schott made the motion to accept the minutes of the February 9, 2016 meeting.   Mr Boyington seconded the motion, the vote was 3 accepted, 1 abstained.

III.        TREASURER’S REPORT

Mr Schott reported there is no change in the treasury.

IV.              CEO REPORT 

Mr Pratt reported that there was nothing new happening at this time.
OLD BUSINESS:

 SANBORN & HAMMOND ESTATES

Mr George Schott recussed himself from the board because he feels he has a conflict of interest as he is an abutter to this subdivision.

Mr Dennis Sanborn was present this evening representing this plan.   He started by giving a brief review of what the plan is.   He stated that there is a difference in phosphorous levels between the state and the town.    He asked which he should be using.   Mr Maloney suggested that he use the stricter of the two.
Mr Sanborn continued stating the wetlands are classified as level ’C’ which is moderate.   He is also proposing a new road that will be named Pine Grove Road.   He stated it will be constructed with a 2% slope for drainage and will be super elevated (pitched in one direction).   He stated that all drainage will go to vegetated buffer strip.   The road will have a cul-de-sac which the center will be used for drainage from the inner half of the circle with the outer half draining to the vegetated buffer strip.   He stated that he calculated that less then 80% of the phosphorous would be retained.
Mr Sanborn also stated that the all abutters, Road Commissioner and Fire Department have been notified of this subdivision plan.

Mr Sanborn then continued discussing culverts and stated that all are existing.   He stated that subdivision is in the Shore Land Zone with Resource Protection of 250 feet from the lake.   Mr Maloney stated he would confirm that with the appropriate maps.
There was a discussion of there being a Road Association or a Maintenance Agreement for maintaining the road.   Mr Sanborn stated that his intent is to protect the landowner and the town for proper access.   His plan is to have written in the deeds that each landowner must participate equally in the maintenance of the road.
Then there was a discussion about back lots and there access.   Mr Sanborn interprets the ordinance to allow access off a cul-de-sac with a common driveway.   There needs to be more review of the ordinance for common driveways.
Then there was a discussion of the location of the new road.   Also discussed was the site distance for entering Sawyer Road.   The access to the lots beyond the cul-de-sac was also discussed.   All must meet the provision of the ordinance for approval.

The board then went thru the Application Completeness Checklist.   There were several items that Mr Maloney made notes about that were then discussed.

Mr Hodgkins then motioned to accept the application as complete.   Mr Boyington seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

Mr Hodgkins then motioned that the board accept the Street Construction Application as complete.   Mr Boyington seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous. 

Mr Sanborn then stated that he still needs to meet with the DEP for the Phosphorous Permit.   He did not know when that was happening or if it would be done before the next meeting.

The Public Hearing will be scheduled to be held prior to the next meeting that Mr Sanborn is in attendance.

NEW BUSINESS:

          BATES BOATHOUSE (Clarification of Usage)
Mr Geoffrey Swift was present this evening representing Bates College.   Mr Swift stated that there was an error in what he reported as number of regattas during the year.   He had previously stated that there were 2 regattas each year and a third every other year.   He stated that there are really 3 regattas each year and wanted the correct number reflected in the plan.   Mr Swift also stated that the abutters have been informed of this inaccuracy and they are OK with the notice.
After a brief discussion about the change Mr Schott motioned to amend the information of the original approvals to show there are 3 regattas each year.   Mr Boyington seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

VII         SHAWN’S SUBDIVISION (Revision 2) 
Mr Shawn Sanford was present this evening representing his Subdivision.   Mr Sanford stated that he had included his house lot to be part of the larger lot which was lot #3 when he created the new lot #4.   He wants to separate his house lot again so he can sell it and retain the larger lot which is now #5.   This puts his lot number to the maximum allowed in a minor subdivision.   
Mr Maloney stated that he reviewed the prior approval to this Subdivision.   He also stated that he found no problems and no issues that needed to be attended to at this time.

After a brief discussion of the original plan the determination is that this is still a Minor Subdivision.   
To proceed there needs to be notification to the abutters of the proposed fifth lot.   Also, there needs to be new mylars and paper copies printed to include the septic test pit and well plan and the “allowable building lot” will be eliminated from the plan.   The site visit will be waived, no additional contours are necessary and the Public Meeting is waived.   Mr Pratt stated that he has the application.   Changes will be reviewed at the next meeting.
