I. Call to Order 

Ron Grant, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00PM.

V. Roads 

Charlie reported the crew is cutting brush, replacing culverts and doing the landscaping at the Greene Town Office. They will be resetting the culvert on College Road; MDOT will be notified whereas their Sawyer Road culvert is right there.  

The Board is fed up with the railroad not fixing the railroad crossing on Sawyer Road. Charlie is to contact the railroad, MDOT, Representative Dostie and Senator Nutting. 

VI. Old Business 
a. Paving Bids

Tony Reny motioned to accept Rampart’s Bid minus Barnard Cove Road and Hills Ridge Road for $229,809.40. Don Bedford 2nd the motion. Vote for the motion – don Bedford, Tony Reny and Ron Grant. Vote against the motion – Kevin Mower. Motion passed.  List attached. 

b. SAD 52 Votes

The school budget validation votes it tomorrow 1-7PM. The Board expressed their concern that the town employees of the three towns did not get a raise, but the school employees did and they did not ask the unions to hold raises, etc like the other school unions did. 

c. Debit Card Policy 

Tony Reny motioned to approve the debit card policy. Kevin Mower 2nd the motion. Vote was unanimous. Motion passed. 

d. Town Office Open House 

The Board set Monday June 21st 6-8 PM as open house. There will be a cake with the town office picture on it.

This would also allow the bulletin board being run when a program is running. It would divide the screen into different zones. It was motioned and withdrawn to allow $5,000. Sally is to review the requests with Charlie before the next meeting.
