I. Call to Order 

Ron Grant, chairman called the Board of Selectmen’s meeting to order at 7:00PM.

II. Public Discussion

Gaetan Breton, Jr. appeared before the Board to address his concerns with the School Board. He appeared before the school board numerous times regarding his children being on the bus for an hour in the am and pm. They are the first ones on and the last ones off. He reported nothing has been done with this situation. He commented that the School Board chairman was rude in her reply to him. The Board of Selectmen was disturbed to hear this. The Board of Selectmen replied that they have no control over the School Board. 
III. Acceptance of Minutes

V1. Old Business 

    A. Dispatch/PSAP
The Board discussed how PSAP and dispatching is going to be handled for the town. There is an ongoing problem with dead spots in the town for radio communication; Charlie is working with the cell tower provider to put a repeater on the tower. 
Tony Reny motioned to have the PSAP done thru Androscoggin County at $2.00 per capita (have Charlie sign contract on behalf of the Board). Kevin Mower 2nd the motion. Vote was unanimous. Motion passed. 
Tony Reny motioned to have Town of Lisbon dispatch for EMS (fire and rescue) (have Charlie sign contract on behalf of the Board). Don Bedford 2nd the motion. Vote was unanimous. Motion passed. 

Fire Chief Lavoie has talked to Androscoggin County to extend the dispatch service with Greene until all the equipment is installed in Lisbon to allow for a smooth transfer of dispatching service. The contract is scheduled to start January 1st, with the delay everything should happen by January 31st. 

    B.  Greene Village Day 


The Greene Village Celebration will not be include the Town’s 225th birthday. 
Tony Reny motioned for Joanne Boyington to chair the 2013 Greene Village celebration provided she has enough volunteers. Don Bedford 2nd the motion. Vote was unanimous. Motion passed. 

The celebration will be held August 24th. There is enough money in the reserve account for the 2013 event; no monies will be asked for from the town.
