The Board of Selectmen and Town Manager discussed the town highway trucks are not built to last 20 years anymore with the computers and emissions controls.
The Board unanimously agreed to repair the 2004 truck; repair is estimated at $4,000. The truck has 130,000 plus miles. The repairs are not from lack of maintenance. 
The Board thanked the road crew for job done on the storm last week. The Board reminded the residents that when the roads are slippery for them, it is also slippery for the trucks.

The Highway crew have been plowing, sanding and salting the roads.

The Board discussed the sand policy for residents of Greene. The concrete barriers will stay in place; only two buckets of sand per trip per household.
